Many have attempted to recreate New York bagels without success. Until now. When Fassberg realized the water made the bagel, he sought and obtained the exclusive rights to the propietary technology from Aquathin® Corp. that can replicate Brooklyn water from any water source. Using that water, the company has developed their own unique proprietary bagel recipes producing a true Brooklyn bagel, with a thin, crusty exterior that’s golden brown and moist, but not doughy. The Original Brooklyn Water is used for all the restaurant’s food and beverages and is bottled and sold at the restaurant.
The 3,000-square-foot Delray Beach store – located adjacent to the company’s headquarters – is open 6 a.m. to 7 p.m. daily and seats 108 customers. The restaurant features a glass-enclosed display of bagels being made, starting with a station for the technology that recreates Brooklyn water and moving to stations where the water is chilled to the proper temperature, the dough is mixed, shaped, boiled in Original Brooklyn Water, cooled, seeded and baked. The Original Brooklyn Water Bagel Co. in Delray Beach also assists residents in Hurricane preparedness, offering up to 5 gallons of water free when a boil-water alert is declared.

The menu at The Original Brooklyn Water Bagel Co. features a variety of choices – for sandwiches, pastries, soups, salads and beverages, among other things. All ingredients are fresh:

· Bagels including plain, everything, cinnamon sugar, blueberry, eight grain, the Omega Three and the Nutty Professor (95 cents each; $9.89/13). Or with gourmet butters or cream cheese ($1.69-$2.99).

· Breakfast sandwiches, with egg, meat and cheese combinations; smoked fish such as Nova Cream Cheese and Bagel Omelets ($3.25-$7.95).
· Three-Egg Breakfast Omelets All Day with potatoes and a bagel or bialy. ($5.45-$6.95).

· ‘Guilt Free’ Scoopers – bagels scooped to the crust and filled with choices including grilled chicken, roast beef and hummus ($5.25-$6.45).

· Brooklyn Club BLTs and other sandwiches including The Ebbets Field balsamic chicken and The Cyclone Turkey Reuben ($4.95-$6.95).
· After 4 p.m. complete dinners, such as open roast beef or fresh turkey with gravy and cranberry sauce – with potato and vegetable – also include a beverage and dessert ($9.99).
The Original Brooklyn Water Bagel Co. is teaming with Boca Java of Deerfield Beach to offer fresh-roasted gourmet coffee, Brooklyn’s Best, for just $1.69 a cup regular or decaffeinated, as well as a variety of flavors. Coffee from Boca Java, which sells its gourmet brands online to club members nationally, is roasted after it’s ordered to preserve freshness.
